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Society of Interven�on Radiology Founda�on 
Bylaws 

 
REVISED AND APPROVED ON MARCH 22, 2024 

 
ARTICLE I – NAME 

 
The name of this non-profit corpora�on shall be known as the SOCIETY OF INTERVENTIONAL RADIOLOGY 
FOUNDATION (hereina�er referred to as “SIR FOUNDATION" or “Founda�on”). 
 
 

ARTICLE II – OBJECT 
 

The object and purposes of SIR FOUNDATION, organized to operate exclusively for charitable, 
educa�onal and scien�fic purposes within the meaning of Sec�on 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue 
Code (hereina�er referred to as “the Code”) and as contained in the Ar�cles of Incorpora�on shall be to: 
 

(1) Support research and educa�on in cardiovascular and interven�onal radiology, in related 
medical disciplines, and in all aspects of diseases and condi�ons amenable to diagnosis or 
treatment by image-guided interven�on. 
 

(2) Receive any property, real, personal or mixed property, by gi�, devise, bequest, purchase, lease, 
loan or otherwise, absolutely or in trust, and to carry out the direc�ons and exercise the powers 
contained in any trust or other instrument under which said property may be received. 
 
 

ARTICLE III – OFFICES 
 
SIR FOUNDATION shall have and con�nuously maintain in the State of Illinois a registered office and a 
registered agent whose office is iden�cal with such registered office. However, it may have such other 
offices inside or outside the State of Illinois as the Board of Directors may from �me to �me determine.  

 
 

ARTICLE IV – GENERAL POWERS 
 
The SIR FOUNDATION Board of Directors shall manage the property and affairs of SIR FOUNDATION in 
coordina�on with the Board of Directors and Execu�ve Commitee of the Society of Interven�onal 
Radiology (SIR). In between mee�ngs of the SIR FOUNDATION Board, the affairs of the SIR FOUNDATION 
shall be managed by the Founda�on Officers serving as the Execu�ve Commitee, as further discussed in 
Ar�cle IX below. 

 
 

ARTICLE V – SIR FOUNDATION/SIR MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 
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A formal Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between SIR FOUNDATION and SIR shall be set forth to 
describe the rela�onship between SIR FOUNDATION and SIR and the terms and condi�ons agreed upon 
to govern this rela�onship. A specific Cost Sharing Agreement shall be part of the MOU and atached to 
the MOU. The MOU and Cost Sharing Agreement shall be signed by the SIR FOUNDATION Chair and the 
SIR President and will be reviewed annually. 

 
 

ARTICLE VI – BOARD OF DIRECTORS 
 

Sect. 1: The Board of Directors shall consist of not less than eleven and not more than twenty Directors, 
as further detailed below.  
 
Sect. 2: Ex-officio members of the Board of Directors shall include: 

(a) The SIR President, SIR President-elect, SIR Treasurer, and the editor of the Journal of Vascular 
and Interventional Radiology shall serve as ex-officio members with vote. The SIR Execu�ve 
Director and the SIR FOUNDATION Execu�ve Director shall serve as ex-officio members 
without vote.  
 

(b) The remainder of the Board shall be appointed by the SIR FOUNDATION Board of Directors. 
Vo�ng members shall include the Chair of the Founda�on, the Vice Chair, the Secretary, and 
the Immediate Past Chair, up to one scien�st representa�ve, chairs of the following SIR 
FOUNDATION Divisions: 

1. Development 
2. Clinical Trials and Registries 
3. Research and Grants  
4. Research Educa�on and Outreach 

 
(c) Non-vo�ng members shall include up to four industry representa�ves, up to one pa�ent 

advocate representa�ve, and up to one invited guest organiza�on (which shall appoint one 
representa�ve). 
 

Sect. 3: Appointments to vo�ng posi�ons shall be approved by the SIR Board of Directors or Execu�ve 
Commitee. 
 
Sect. 4: The SIR FOUNDATION Nomina�ng Commitee will search for, review and recommend names of 
interested candidates for Board posi�ons to be filled. The nomina�ons process shall be as follows: 

 
(a) The Nomina�ng Commitee shall solicit nomina�ons for the open Board posi�ons from SIR 

membership.  
 

(b) Upon reviewing the nomina�ons, it has received and adding any other nomina�ons of its 
own, the Nomina�ng Commitee will, by majority vote of a quorum, select and submit a 
slate of nominees (consis�ng of one nominee for each open posi�on) to the SIR

FOUNDATION Board of Directors. The Nomina�ng Commitee shall also forward to the Board 
a list of all other nominees the Nomina�ng Commitee received but did not put on the slate.  

 
(c) The SIR FOUNDATION Board of Directors shall review the nominees proposed by the 

Nomina�ng Commitee and shall, by majority vote of a quorum, elect a final slate of 
candidates using some or all of the Nomina�ng Commitee’s proposed slate, and if desired, 
adding one or more of the other nominees who were not selected by the Nomina�ng 
Commitee.  

 
Sect. 5: Terms of office for Officers of the SIR FOUNDATION Board of Directors will be for a term of one 
year or un�l a successor is elected and assumes office: 
 

(a) The term of office for SIR ex-officio posi�ons on the Board of Directors will follow terms 
defined by the SIR Bylaws 
 

Sect. 6: The terms of the office for vo�ng Directors other than SIR Founda�on Officers, are two-years 
with the op�on to apply for elec�on to one consecu�ve term, and should be staggered such that less 
than a majority of Director posi�ons shall be vacated in any one year.  
 
Sect. 7: The terms of elected Directors shall commence upon adjournment of the SIR Annual Members’ 
Business Mee�ng that takes place at the SIR annual scien�fic mee�ng.  
 
Sect. 8: Any member of the Board of Directors may be removed from office by a two-thirds vote of the 
Directors in office, ac�ng at any duly called and cons�tuted regular or special mee�ng of the Board of 
Directors. Such removal shall be without prejudice to the contract rights, if any, of the person so 
removed.  Board members who the Board votes to remove are suspended un�l the SIR Execu�ve 
Commitee ra�fies the vote. 
 
Sect. 9: Directors will serve un�l their successors are appointed.  
 
Sect. 10: A vacancy in any posi�on may be filled or new posi�ons created and filled by ac�on of the SIR 
FOUNDATION Board of Directors.  

 
Sect. 11: A Director appointed to fill a vacancy for an already established posi�on shall serve for the 
remaining term of their predecessor.  
 
Sect. 12: A Director appointed to fill a newly created posi�on shall serve un�l the adjournment of the 
next annual mee�ng of the Board of Directors. They shall be eligible to serve an addi�onal term.  

 
 

ARTICLE VII – MEETINGS 
 

Sect. 1: The annual mee�ng of the SIR FOUNDATION Board of Directors shall be held each year in 
conjunc�on with the SIR annual scien�fic mee�ng.  
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Sect. 2: The Board of Directors may schedule regular mee�ngs as necessary.  
 
Sect. 3: Special mee�ngs of the Board of Directors may be called by or at the request of the Chair and at 
least 25% of the remaining Directors. The Chair may fix any place as the place for holding any special 
mee�ng of the Board of Directors.  
 
Sect. 4: Mee�ngs of the Board of Directors may be held either inside or outside the State of Illinois.  
 
Sect. 5: No�ce of any regular or special mee�ng of the Board of Directors shall be given at least five days 
prior to such mee�ng. Such no�ce shall include a concise statement of the purpose or purposes for 
which the special mee�ng is being called. No�ce shall be given by writen, printed or electronic means 
delivered personally or mailed to each Director at his or her address as shown in the records of the SIR 
FOUNDATION.  
 
Sect. 6: A majority of filled vo�ng Board posi�ons shall cons�tute a quorum for the transac�on of 
business at any duly called mee�ng of the Board. In the absence of a quorum the mee�ng shall be 
adjourned to another �me without further no�ce and no business shall be transacted.  
 
Sect. 7: Any act, of a majority of the Directors present at a duly called mee�ng at which a quorum is 
present shall be the act of the Board of Directors, unless the vote of a greater number is required by law, 
the Ar�cles of Incorpora�on or these Bylaws. Each Director shall have only one vote, even if serving in 
more than one capacity. Members of the Board may par�cipate in and act at any mee�ng of the Board 
through the use of a conference telephone or other communica�ons equipment by means of which all 
persons par�cipa�ng in the mee�ng can communicate with each other. Atendance by communica�ons 
equipment shall cons�tute presence in person at the mee�ng.  
 
Sect. 8: Any ac�on required to be taken or which may be taken at a mee�ng of the Board may be taken 
without a mee�ng if a consent in wri�ng, se�ng forth the ac�on so taken, shall be signed by all of the 
members of the Board. Such consent may be transmited by mail, facsimile, or electronic transmission. 
Electronic signatures shall be acceptable for this purpose.  

 
Sect. 9: The Board may discuss maters informally by an exchange of electronic mail, but email 
discussions do not cons�tute a mee�ng, and no binding formal vote on an ac�on may be taken without 
complying with the provisions of Sec�on 5 – 8 above. However, any ac�on informally agreed to via email 
may be formally ra�fied by the Board and thereby become effec�ve either at a subsequent mee�ng of 
the Board (which can include a mee�ng via electronic conference) or via unanimous writen consent in 
lieu of a mee�ng in accordance with Sec�on 8 above.  

 
 

ARTICLE VIII – OFFICERS 
 

Sect. 1: The Officers of SIR FOUNDATION shall be a Chair, a Vice Chair, a Secretary, an Immediate Past 
Chair, a Treasurer and the SIR FOUNDATION Execu�ve Director.  
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Sect. 2: Officers shall be members of the Board of Directors and shall be appointed to their office by the 
Board of Directors annually. Officers shall be approved by the SIR Board of Directors or SIR Execu�ve 
Commitee.  
 
Sect. 3: Terms of office for Officers shall commence upon the adjournment of the SIR Annual Members’ 
Business Mee�ng.  
 
Sect. 4: The Chair and Vice Chair may not serve more than one consecu�ve term. However, if the Vice 
Chair is unable to assume the office of Chair, then the Chair may be appointed to serve an addi�onal 
term.  
 
Sect. 5: Officers will serve un�l their successors are appointed.  
 
Sect. 6: A vacancy in any office may be filled or new offices created and filled by ac�on of the SIR 
FOUNDATION Board of Directors and approved by the SIR Board of Directors or Execu�ve Commitee.  
 
Sect. 7: An Officer appointed to fill a vacancy shall serve for the remainder of the term of their 
predecessor.  
 
Sect. 8: An Officer appointed to fill a newly created office shall serve un�l the adjournment of the next 
annual mee�ng of the Board of Directors. They shall be eligible to serve an addi�onal term.  

 
Sect. 9: The Chair shall: 
 

(a) Be the principal execu�ve officer.  
 

(b) Preside at all mee�ngs of the Board of Directors.  
 

(c) Supervise and direct all the business and affairs of SIR FOUNDATION, subject to the direc�on 
and control of the Board of Directors.  

 
(d) Represent the interests of the Board of Directors in official dealings of SIR FOUNDATION.  

 
(e) Serve as a full vo�ng member of the SIR Board of Directors. 

 
(f) Perform all du�es that are customary in parliamentary prac�ce and are commonly 

associated with the office of Chair.  
 

(g) Serve a term of one year, a�er which they shall automa�cally assume the office of 
Immediate Past Chair.  

 
(h) The Chair may delegate substan�al responsibility for opera�on of the SIR FOUNDATION to 

the Execu�ve Director, or other individuals.  
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Sect. 10: The Vice Chair shall: 
 

(a) Perform the du�es of the Chair in the event the Chair is unable to act, and when so ac�ng 
shall have all the powers of and be subject to all of the restric�ons upon the Chair.  
 

(b) Serve a term of one year, a�er which they shall automa�cally assume the office of Chair.  
 

Sect. 11: The Secretary shall: 
 

(a) Keep, or cause to be kept, a current and permanent record of the proceedings of the 
Founda�on. 
 

(b) Keep, or cause to be kept, transcripts of all Board of Directors mee�ngs.  
 

(c) Conduct correspondence and perform all other du�es that usually and customarily pertain to 
the office of Secretary.  
 

(d) Provide safekeeping of all records and transac�ons of the Founda�on which possess historical 
value.  
 

(e) Serve a term of one year, a�er which they shall automa�cally assume the office of Vice Chair. 
 
Sect. 12: The SIR Treasurer shall serve as the SIR FOUNDATION Treasurer. They shall keep or cause to be 
kept correct and complete books and records of accounts and financial transac�ons of SIR FOUNDATION.  
 
Sect. 13: The SIR FOUNDATION Execu�ve Director shall serve as an ex-officio, non-vo�ng member of the 
Board of Directors. The Execu�ve Director shall: 
 

(a) Assist the Chair in the discharge of the du�es of the Chair as the Chair may direct.  
 

 
(b) Perform such other du�es as may be assigned from �me to �me by the Chair of the Board of 

Directors.  
 

(c) Sign any deeds, mortgages, bonds, contracts, or other instruments which the Board of 
Directors has authorized to be executed, except documents or contracts, the execu�on of 
which shall be expressly delegated by law, these Bylaws or the Board of Directors to some 
other Officer or agent of SIR FOUNDATION. 

 
(d) In the absence of the Chair, or in the event of the Chair ‘s inability or refusal to act, perform 

the general administra�ve du�es of the Chair, and when so ac�ng shall have all of the 
powers of and be subject to all of the restric�ons upon the Chair.  
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ARTICLE IX – DIVISIONS AND COMMITTEES 

 
Sect. 1: STANDING COMMITTEES: In addi�on to other standing Commitees the SIR FOUNDATION Board 
may delegate from �me to �me, there shall be the following standing Commitees: 
 

(a) NOMINATING COMMITTEE:  The SIR FOUNDATION Nomina�ng Commitee shall perform its 
du�es in accordance with the provisions of these Bylaws to review and nominate members 
to the SIR Founda�on Board of Directors and other leadership posi�ons as assigned by the 
SIR Founda�on Board of Directors. The SIR Founda�on Chair shall serve as chair of this 
commitee and shall convene the commitee prior to the SIR annual members' business 
mee�ng. The SIR Founda�on Nomina�ng Commitee shall consist of the SIR Founda�on 
chair, SIR Founda�on vice chair, SIR Founda�on secretary, SIR president, SIR president-elect, 
SIR secretary, and five (5) members at large, two (2) selected from the SIR and SIR 
Founda�on Steering Council and three (3) selected from SIR membership, each of whom 
shall serve a one (1) year term. No members of the Nomina�ng Commitee shall be eligible 
for elec�on to office during their term on the commitee. 
 

(b) FINANCE COMMITTEE: The SIR FOUNDATION Finance Commitee shall consist of the same 
persons who comprise the Finance Commitee of SIR. The Finance Commitee du�es shall 
include reviewing the financial management and investments of the Founda�on, reviewing 
the budget, and reviewing the annual audit.  

 
(c) EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE: Unless otherwise prohibited by law, the Ar�cles of Incorpora�on or 

these Bylaws, the affairs of the SIR FOUNDATION shall be managed in between mee�ngs of 
its Board by the Execu�ve Commitee, which shall consist of the Officers of the Founda�on. 
A majority of the Execu�ve Commitee shall cons�tute a quorum and all decisions shall be 
made by a majority of a quorum. All decisions shall be reported to the SIR FOUNDATION 
Board. The Chair of the Execu�ve Commitee shall consist of the Chair of the SIR 
FOUNDATION Board. A mee�ng of the Commitee may be called by the Chair of the 
Execu�ve Commitee or by a majority of Commitee members upon at least two days prior 
no�ce.  

 
1. Members of the Execu�ve Commitee may par�cipate in and act at any mee�ng of 

the Commitee through the use of a conference telephone or other communica�ons 
equipment by means of which all persons par�cipa�ng in the mee�ng can 
communicate with each other. Atendance by communica�ons equipment shall 
cons�tute presence in person at the mee�ng.  
 

2. Any ac�on required to be taken or which may be taken at a mee�ng of the Execu�ve 
Commitee may be taken without a mee�ng if a consent in wri�ng, se�ng forth the 
ac�ons so taken, shall be signed by all of the members of the Commitee. Such 
consent may be transmited by mail, facsimile, or electronic transmission. Electronic 
signatures shall be acceptable for this purpose.  
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Sect. 2: DIVISIONS: SIR FOUNDATION Directors, other than Officers listed in Ar�cle VIII, shall serve as 
Division Chairs. These posi�ons may include the Division Chair for Development, Chair for Clinical Trials 
and Registries, Division Chair for Research and Grants, and the Division Chair for Research Educa�on and 
Outreach. Addi�onal Divisions may be established by the SIR FOUNDATION Board of Directors as it 
deems necessary.  

 
(a) The Division Chair for Development shall chair the SIR FOUNDATION Development Division. 

They shall serve a term of two years. They shall serve no more than two consecu�ve terms.  
 

(b) The Division Chair for Clinical Trials and Registries shall chair the SIR FOUNDATION Clinical 
Trials and Registries Division. They shall serve a term of two years. They shall serve no more 
than two consecu�ve terms.  

 
(c) The Division Chair for Research and Grants shall chair the SIR FOUNDATION Research and 

Grants. They shall serve a term of two years. They shall serve no more than two consecu�ve 
terms. 

 
(d) The Division Chair for Research Educa�on and Outreach shall chair the SIR FOUNDATION 

Research Educa�on and Outreach Division. They shall serve a term of two years. They shall 
serve no more than two consecu�ve terms.  

 
(e) The SIR FOUNDATION Chair may appoint as ex-officio, non-vo�ng, Special Advisors to 

represent invited agencies or organiza�ons. Such appointments will be for one year and shall 
be approved by the SIR FOUNDATION Board of Directors. They shall serve no more than 
three consecu�ve terms. 

 
(f) Unless otherwise provided by the Board of Directors, each Division Chair shall appoint the 

members of their division, subject to the approval of the SIR FOUNDATION Officers and 
ra�fica�on of the SIR Execu�ve Commitee.  

 
(g) Commitees shall be formed under each division upon approval by the Directors. Division 

Commitees are advisory only. Persons who are not members of the SIR FOUNDATION Board 
or members of SIR may serve on division Commitees. Unless a special excep�on is granted 
by the SIR FOUNDATION Board, division Commitees shall normally be chaired by an SIR 
FOUNDATION Board member or a member of SIR. 

 
 

ARTICLE X – INDEMNIFICATION 
 

Sect. 1: Members of the Board of Directors shall not receive salaries for their services. By resolu�on of 
the Board of Directors, a fixed sum and expenses of atendance, may be allowed in a reasonable amount 
for atendance at each regular or special mee�ng of the Board. Nothing herein contained shall be 
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construed to preclude any Director from serving SIR FOUNDATION in any other capacity and receiving 
reasonable compensa�on, therefore.  

 
Sect. 2: To the full extent specifically authorized by, and in accordance with the procedure prescribed in 
the applicable provisions of the General Not-of-Profit Corpora�on Act of Illinois (or the corresponding 
provisions of any future statute applicable to corpora�ons organized under that Act), SIR FOUNDATION 
shall indemnify any and all of its Directors, Officers, Commitee Members, employees, agents, and other 
authorized representa�ves for certain expenses and amounts paid in connec�on with legal proceedings 
(whether threatened, pending, or completed) in which any such persons become involved by reason of 
their serving in any such capacity for SIR FOUNDATION.  
 
Sect. 3: Upon specific authoriza�on by the Board of Directors, SIR FOUNDATION may purchase and 
maintain insurance on behalf of any or all Directors, Officers, Commitee Members, employees, agenda 
or other authorized representa�ves of SIR FOUNDATION against any liability asserted against any such 
person and incurred in any such capacity, or arising out of the status of serving in any such capacity, 
whether or not SIR FOUNDATION would have the power to indemnify them against such liability under 
the provisions of Sec�on 2 of this Ar�cle.  

 
 

ARTICLE XI – CONTRACTS, CHECKS, DEPOSITS AND GIFTS 
 

Sect. 1: The Board of Directors may authorize any Officer or Officers, agent or agents of SIR 
FOUNDATION, in addi�on to the Officers so authorized by these Bylaws, to enter into any contract or 
execute and deliver any instrument in the name of and on behalf of SIR FOUNDATION. Such authority 
may be general or confined to specific instances.  

 
Sect. 2: All checks, dra�s or other orders for the payment of money, notes or other evidences of 
indebtedness issued in the name of SIR FOUNDATION shall be signed by such Officer of Officers, agent or 
agents of SIR FOUNDATION and in such manner as determined by majority vote of the Board of 
Directors.  
In the absence of such determina�on by the Board of Directors, such instruments shall be signed by the 
Treasurer or an agent of SIR FOUNDATION and shall be countersigned by the Chair or Execu�ve Director 
of SIR FOUNDATION.  
 
Sect. 3: All funds of SIR FOUNDATION shall be deposited in a �mely manner to the credit of SIR 
FOUNDATION in such banks, trust companies, or other depositories, as the Board of Directors may 
select.  
 
Sect. 4: The Board or Execu�ve Commitee may accept on behalf of SIR FOUNDATION any unrestricted or 
uncondi�onal contribu�on, gi�, bequest or device for the general purposes or for any special purpose of 
SIR FOUNDATION. The Board shall be no�fied of any restricted or condi�onal contribu�on, gi�, bequest 
or device. The Board shall determine whether such restricted or condi�onal gi�s are to be accepted on 
behalf of SIR FOUNDATION.  
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ARTICLE XII – BOOKS, RECORDS AND REPORTS 
 

The Board of Directors of SIR FOUNDATION shall prepare, or cause to be prepared, an Annual Report on 
the ac�vi�es of SIR FOUNDATION to be presented to the Board of Directors of SIR. This annual report 
shall include, but not be limited to: 
 

(a) An accoun�ng of the overall fiscal status of SIR FOUNDATION 
 

(b) Summary accounts of each of the various studies, registries, projects and other efforts 
sponsored, en�rely or in part, by SIR FOUNDATION.  

 
 

ARTICLE XIII – FISCAL YEAR 
 
The fiscal year of SIR FOUNDATION shall begin on the 1st day of January in each calendar year and end on 
the 31st day of December in each calendar year. 
 
 

ARTICLE XIV – LIMITATIONS 
 
Sect. 1: No part of the earnings of SIR FOUNDATION shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributable to its 
directors, Officers, or other private persons, except that SIR FOUNDATION shall be authorized and 
empowered to pay reasonable compensa�on for services rendered and to make payments and 
distribu�ons in furtherance of the purposes set forth above.  
 
Sect. 2: No substan�al part of the ac�vi�es of SIR FOUNDATION shall be the carrying on of propaganda, 
or otherwise atemp�ng to influence legisla�on (except pursuant to an elec�on under Sec�on 501(h) of 
the Code), and SIR FOUNDATION shall not par�cipate in or intervene in (including the publishing or 
distribu�on of statements) any poli�cal campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.  
 
Sect. 3: SIR FOUNDATION shall not carry on any ac�vi�es not permited by a non-profit corpora�on: 
 

(a) Exempt from federal income tax under Sec�on 501(c)(3) of the Code or the corresponding 
provision of any future United States internal revenue statute or  
 

(b) Contribu�ons to which are deduc�ble under Sec�on 501(c)(3) of the Code or the 
corresponding provisions of any future United States internal revenue statute.  

 
 

ARTICLE XV – DISSOLUTION 
 

In the event of the dissolu�on of SIR FOUNDATION, the Board of Directors shall distribute the net assets 
as follows: 
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Sect. 1: All liabili�es and obliga�ons shall be paid, sa�sfied, and discharged, or adequate provision shall 
be made for doing so.  
 
Sect. 2: Assets held by SIR FOUNDATION upon condi�on requiring the return, transfer or conveyance, 
which condi�on occurs by reason of the dissolu�on, shall be returned, transferred, or conveyed in 
accordance with such condi�ons.  
 
Sect. 3: Assets held for charitable, educa�onal, literary or scien�fic purposes, or similar use, but not held 
upon a condi�on requiring return, transfer, or conveyance by reason of the dissolu�on, shall be 
transferred or conveyed to one or more organiza�ons engaged in, and operated exclusively for 
charitable, religious, educa�onal, literary or scien�fic or similar ac�vi�es, pursuant to a plan of 
distribu�on as provided by law, provided, however, that said organiza�on shall qualify as an exempt 
organiza�on or organiza�ons under Sec�on 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or current status.  
 
 

ARTICLE XVI – PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY 
 

The rules contained in the current edi�on of American Ins�tute of Parliamentarians Standard Code of 
Parliamentary Procedure shall govern the proceedings of SIR FOUNDATION in all cases in which they are 
applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with these Bylaws and any special rules of an order SIR 
FOUNDAITON may adopt.  
 

ARTICLE XVII – AMENDMENTS 
 

These Bylaws may be altered, amended or repealed; or new Bylaws may be adopted by a two-thirds vote 
of the Directors, ac�ng at any regular or special mee�ng of the Board of Directors. Writen no�ce of the 
proposed change or changes shall be included in the no�ce of any such mee�ng in accordance with 
Ar�cle VII, Sec�on 5. All Bylaws shall be ra�fied by the SIR Board of Directors or SIR Execu�ve 
Commitee.
